It's been an exciting time during the spring term, with improvements to both our facilities and learning
experiences. Having received planning permission, we were delighted to have the new canopy fitted
to ensure that pupils can access outdoor learning in all weathers.

Children in the Early Years have benefitted from the reintroduction of Forest School, which has been
taking place, weekly, onsite.

Recently, we've welcomed parents to celebrate the King’s Coronation, where the children sang some
rousing songs, wore their hand-crafted crowns and sat upon a very regal throne, while the parents
enjoyed a splendid afternoon tea. Earlier in the spring we welcomed parents to become Mystery
Readers, with a number of parents surprising their children and telling stories at the end of the day
and more recently we held a reading session to develop parents’ understanding of how we teach these
days. We are so very fortunate that we are so well supported by our families!
